The Department of Communication in the College of Communication and Information at the University 
of Kentucky seeks applications for an Assistant Professor position with an emphasis in Organizational 
Communication. This is a regular title series, tenure-eligible, 9-month position, with appointment at the 
rank of Assistant Professor. Tenure-eligible means candidates must first meet the prescribed criteria 
per Administrative Regulation 2:2-1 and statements of evidence to be granted tenure. The 
anticipated start date is August 15th, 2025. We are looking for someone who is passionate about 
organizational communication and ready to join our dynamic and collaborative team.

The Department of Communication offers a Bachelor of Arts and Bachelor of Science in 
Communication with undergraduate major options in business and organizational communication, 
digital and mass communication, healthcare communication, human communication, and sport

Also, if your 
research program has been funded or has the potential for extramural funding, this is a bonus.
You will be expected to actively engage in theory-driven, social scientific empirical research 
(quantitative or qualitative), teach two courses per academic semester, serve on program and student 
committees, and grow with / enhance our department.
The initial distribution of effort for the first academic year will be as follows: 50% Research, 45% 
Instruction, 5% Service/Professional Development
